Walk the narrow cobblestone streets and browse the shops of Altos de Chavon, a cultural center made to look like a 16th-century Mediterranean village. 
Although construction started in 1976, the artists’ village appears to be centuries older, a tribute to the Dominican architect and Italian cinematographer that 
designed it. Altos de Chavron perches atop a plateau overlooking the Chavón River and offers a wonderful setting for your exploration. While meandering about, 
you will see St. Stanislaus Church, named for Poland’s patron saint in honor of Pope John Paul II, who visited the Dominican Republic in 1979. The replica 
Roman-style outdoor amphitheater with seating for 5,000 is another architectural highlight. Stars such as Elton John, Andrea Bocelli and Placido Domingo have 
performed there. Still, not everything is a reproduction in Altos de Chavon. Inside the Regional Museum of Archaeology, you will see an amazing collection of 
authentic pre-Columbian artifacts.

At the La Flor Dominicana cigar factory, you will watch each fascinating step of the cigar making, including the blending and rolling of the 
tobacco leaves to ensure superior products. You will have time to purchase some of the brand-name cigars before heading to Altos de Chavon, a cultural center 
that is a replica of a 16th-century Mediterranean village. Highlights here include St. Stanislaus Church and a Roman-style outdoor amphitheater that seats 
5,000. However, not everything is an inspired re-creation. Inside the Regional Museum of Archaeology, you’ll find thousands of pre-Columbian artifacts from 
indigenous tribes. Altos de Chavon sits atop a plateau overlooking the Chavon River, and the views from this elevated perch are outstanding.

You will then 
don a safety harness and take off through the treetops. You will zip from station to station, traveling above the forest floor for more than a half-mile. There are 13 
platforms in all, so you will have plenty of opportunities to stop and take in the sprawling wilderness. The canopy platforms were designed to be minimally 
intrusive and in many cases mold around the contours of the trees for stability and a more natural appearance. Along the way, you will glimpse the winding 
Cumayasa River below. At the last platform, you will be served fresh fruit and a cool beverage.

   ·Race through the treetop canopy while securely seated on a double-cable zip line.
   ·Zip from elevated platform to platform high above the forest floor.
   ·Admire the spectacular views as you descend toward the meandering Cumayasa River.

Other highlights include a former 
Jesuit monastery that has been converted into the National Pantheon and the glorious Cathedral of Santa Maria. It was built in 1523 and served as Sir Francis 
Drake’s headquarters when he captured the city later that century. You will also have free time in Santo Domingo for shopping and dining on your own.

Although easily 
accessible, Sanoa Island is undeveloped because of its status as a protected natural reserve. It probably looks much like it did when Columbus landed and 
named the island after his then hometown of Savona, Italy. Sandbars keep the coastline pristine, clusters of palm trees provide plenty of shade and tranquility 
reigns. The only sounds are usually the warble of tropical birds, as more than 100 avian species live in the reserve. Marine life is just as abundant, particularly 
starfish, which you can easily spot while wading in the crystal-clear waters.

   ·Do whatever you please on the powdery beach, as the time there is yours to enjoy.
   ·Revel in the serenity, interrupted only by the mellifluous sounds of tropical birds.

   ·Swim in a refreshing natural pool nearby, if time permits.

   ·Dress in weather-appropriate clothing.

Enjoy hours of free time at the exceptionally photogenic, boulder-strewn beach in The Baths National Park on nearby Virgin Gorda. Even the ride there will be 
exhilarating, as you will travel to the island via Speedy’s Ferry, following a picturesque sea route through Sir Francis Drake Channel. Then, it’s on to the naturally 
beautiful beach, which is littered with a jumble of massive granite boulders that form grottoes and dramatically illuminated tidal pools beneath the stacks of 
massive boulders.

Designated a marine 
park and no-fishing zone in 1973, the reef is relatively flat and the water shallow. Whether you decide to observe the marine life through the boat’s glass bottom 
or by snorkeling, you will surely see an endless parade of brightly colored tropical fish. You may also catch sight of endangered leatherbacks, green loggerheads 
and hawksbill turtles before heading off to Nylon Pool. While visiting in 1962, Princess Margaret named the idyllic pool for its shallow, translucent waters.
